From Vermont: Take the Grand Isle Ferry to New York.

From the ferry, go straight on Thomas McDonough Memorial Highway. Turn left at the second traffic light onto US-9.

Stay on Rt. 9 and go straight through the next two traffic lights, where Rt. 9 turns into Margaret Street. Turn right onto
Broad Street, and turn left onto Rugar Street at the second light (a Y intersection). Sibley Hall/North Country Teacher
Resource Center will be on your left within a mile (just before Plattsburgh High School).
